Relevant section of wording 
36. Within 3 months of the date of this permission the applicant shall submit a plan to demonstrate the land to be made available to provide a vehicular access suitable for HGV use, between Heath Top Business Park and Dove Valley Park, to the Local Planning Authority for approval in writing. Following approval of the plan the proposed access shall be fully constructed in so far as it relates to land within Dove Valley Park, as approved within 3 months of the date of approval of the 
details, or another such agreed timeframe. The access shall thereafter be retained free from impediment to its intended use. 

Over to Brandon’s and WG Tankers now to submit a Planning Application to make the access from their side and “regularise” their use of the site. 

Coach Maintenance Facility – Woodyard Lane 
Enforcement team confirm a retrospective application has arrived and it is in the process of being validated, we will ensure that it is made known to this Parish Council when it is open for consultation.
