Parish Councillors viewed the planning applications and had no objections but would ask that highways are asked to submit their findings on access via Marjory Lane which is a narrow single-track lane. We would like to reiterate that the lane is in an even worse state of repair since our last communication and needs urgent work.

We request that highways and yourselves review the “Section 278” which is a legally binding document, between the developer and local highway authority, which allows for alterations or improvements to the existing public highway as part of the planning permission.

The lane is currently inadequate for current use and certainly not any increase in traffic and the heavy use that would be needed for development. In addition, there is a caravan park on this site. Avon Estates, who are submitting the planning applications, have advised there will be static and mobile caravans.  The lane is narrow; no passing places; and not suitable for numerous vehicles and caravans.

Councillor Speake reported: 
Woodyard Lane (not in Church Broughton but main access road)– still terrible – needs discussion at PC meeting with DCC, no real work done for years except patching up, HGVs up and down for LIDL in previous years, now Gooding’s/WG. Vehicle weights and cold weather has caused significant issues over winter, this really needs significant attention this summer as it is our only gritted access road. It is not of a grade for regular HGV use after about 100m North of the Foston Junction. Some of below have been already reported and not many of January’s have been properly repaired understandably.

Advised that all objections received by SDDC were reviewed; the planning application was discussed at committee, and the planning application was refused by SDDC. 
The owners appealed to HM Government prior to the Committee meeting for “non determination”. This action prevents any further enforcement action by SDDC until this appeal is decided by the Planning Inspectorate of HM Government. There is little doubt they placed the appeal in order to stall the enforcement process. 
We do not know how long it will be until a response is received but our SDDC local councillors and parish councillors have no further routes to influence the decision.
