29.0	APOLOGIES
Councillor Thorpe welcomed everyone to the Parish Council meeting.
Apologies were received and accepted from SDDC Councillors Davies & Meghani & Councillor Speake. Apologies from DCC Councillor Redfern were received during the meeting.

30.0	REPORTS FORM DISTRICT & COUNTY COUNCILLORS & POLICE
	Report from SDDC Councillors Andrew & Davies
1) Castle Way / Brockwell Energy proposals - are put forward under NSIP and bypass the Local Planning Authority, we think they are "gaming the system" by putting lots of different schemes together. A number of people have contacted us about the proposals, and we are directing them to our local MP. We are happy to share knowledge and support to all local groups, as we now free to do so as it isn't an SDDC decision. We are looking to hold our next in person Councillor Surgery in Church Broughton (25th June @ 1:30pm), in the Community Hall.
2) Pollution in the Dove - following research done for a neighbouring Parish Council we will be raising some horrifying data with our local MP and the Environment Agency and asking why there has been such a big gap in testing.
3) 20 is Plenty - myself and Jayne are starting a campaign to get 20 mph limits through all our villages and in particular near schools (will be in our next Hilton and Dove Valley Life)
4) Lees Hall Farm Application - will need to go to Committee, will not be the June Committee, next Committee available is 28th July, but experience suggests it may even be the next one 25th August!

20 is plenty – This a national campaign but unfortunately DCC refuses to impose 20-mile speed limits.

Lees Hall Farm – this is possibly being discussed at the planning committee at SDDC on either 28 July or 25 August.

31.0	OUTSIDE BODIES
	None.

32.0	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Solar Farm – parishioners enquired if they could go to appeal if the proposal is approved and were advised that once the government minister signs off the solar farm you are unable to appeal. SDDC Councillor  Andrew advised that Church Broughton/Barton Blount parishes are only a small part of the project and the working group   Village Solar Farm Action Group. needs to be careful and engage or if not, it could go against the area. Be detrimental to their opposition.

SDDC Councillor Andrew advised that the planning department is changing their procedures and that very few SDDC planning applications will be able to go to committee in the future.

W G Tankers – parishioners enquired if WG Tankers had commenced the installation of the new road. SDDC Councillor Andrew advised that the road on the Dove Valley side is in place. Parishioners had noted that a large number of tankers and tractor units are still using the unnamed road on Heath Top which damages the road. There has also there have been some near vehicle misses with vehicles and pedestrians.

Gooding’s Transport – Parishioners asked for an update on Gooding’s Transport and if an application had been received, as they are continuing to operate without the appropriate planning approvals/permissions in place.

Coach Park on Woodyard Lane – SDDC Councillor Andrew confirmed that a stop order is in place and the owners have 6 months to clear the site. They are allowed to remove vehicles off the site but not to store new vehicles.

Boggy Lane – Parishioners enquired if an update had been received from DCC Councillor Redfern. Councillor Thorpe advised that we were hoping Councillor Redfern would have been able to attend tonight and give guidance. Parishioners were advised to put all objections at the start of any letters they send into SDDC on this subject.

34.2	COMMUNITY HALL 
The Community Hall Refurbishment Group had been successful in applying for Lottery Funding and had secured a grant of £304,000.00 which includes a contingency fund. The Working Group will be meeting with the builder to re-validate the quotes and it is hoped to start work in July. The Community Hall will be shut for approximately 4 months.

Under the terms of the Lottery Grant, the Parish Council has to   must appoint a solicitor. Quotes had been received and the Working Group would like to appoint Nigel Davies Solicitors in Ashbourne. Councillors approved. Clerk to contact Nigel Davies. ACTION: CLERK

34.3	SOLAR PANELS
Councillor Warriner, as member of the Village Solar Farm Action Group working group, advised that there are 6 members in the working group who are working on preparing strong arguments and objections to the Solar Farm. It is understood approximately 200 letters of objection have already been sent. Objections covered include the heritage of Church Broughton grade 1 listed church; the older parish of Barton Blount, Barton Cottages & Hall; footpaths and bridleways which are heavily used; wildlife; flooding; & compaction of soil.

Parishioners were asked to pull together to help prevent the Solar Farm on land to the north of the parish and around Barton Blount parish. Numerous emails and communications have been issued to residents asking them to send in letters objecting to the Solar Farm. 

Councillors were advised that drop-in sessions are being organised by 16th June, 
2-4pm & 6-8pm, to see the work the group has been undertaking and to ask questions. 
Parishioners will be able to see what the proposals are, the impact it will have on the village & surrounding area; ask questions of the working group; get help with writing letters to Castleway & the local MP; & find out what has been happening so far.

Members of the  Action group have been helping the elderly who wish to send in their objections was given.

It was agreed that the PC would review if we wanted a presentation from Castle Way at some point later in the year.


34.4	BOGGY LANE
The Derbyshire County Council (addition of a restricted byway along part of Boggy Lane to public footpath 37, upgrading to restricted by way of public footpath 37 (part), and deletion of public footpath 37 (part) and public footpath 24 – parishes of Church Broughton & Foston/Scropton, modification order.

A great deal of discussion took place on the above and it was agreed to object and request a stop order. Clerk and Councillor Woodhall to prepare letter. ACTION: COUNCILLOR WOODHALL & CLERK

36.0	PLANNING APPLICATION

36.1	DMPA/2026/0560 – The conversion of existing single garage to habitable living space, including alterations to external windows and doors; the erection of a single storey rear infill extension ; the installation of photovoltaic panels air source pump & battery storage and a new vehicular access at 3 Old Hall Lane, Church Broughton, Derby. DE65 5DA
Councillors discussed the application and agreed to object to the installation of a rear vehicular access from the current more substantive one on  Old Hall Lane. The installation of a rear access would be disruptive to other residents on Meadow Rise, with more traffic on a limited access on this cul de sac. The footpath would have to be dropped, and a lamp post moved. The property is very close to a footpath  which runs down the side of the property, and this is in regular use by adults and children. Installing a rear access would cause safety issues for pedestrians. 

Also, Councilors asked that highways are consulted and the planning application is brought to committee for discussion.

Councillor Speake was unable to attend the meeting but advised that repairs have been slowly taking place.

All the above cases have been reported numerously to no avail.

Reports of public using bikes & E bikes, scooters and also smoking of weed on Little Meadow Lane have been reported to the Parish Council. Parish Council to discuss how to deal with at the next Parish Council meeting. The public needs to be reminded that footpaths are to be used by pedestrians not vehicles, horses or bikes. 38.0	CORRESPONDENCE

38.1	LETTER FROM PARISHIONER RE ROAD SAFETY
A letter had been received regarding the ongoing and serious road safety re the sharp s- bend on the junction of Tippers Lane, Cote Bottom Lane & Ashbourne Road. In the village people have a general rule that 20 is plenty however other road users do not do this and if people are walking, cycling, jogging or taking a family pet for a walk is extremely dangerous. 
The section of road has become associated with dangerous driving and riding behaviour, excessive speed, aggressive cornering, and vehicles carrying unsafe speed the bend despite restricted visibility and the road layout.
Councillors discussed the concerns and were all in agreement help should be sought from DCC highways to have the speed limit restricted to 20,
ACTION: Councillor Woodhall to ask Councillor Speake to contact highways
